Seawall trading – quote for connecting services to Outfall kiosk area to be obtained

Flagpoles – Recommendation to replace existing flag poles to ones with internal GRP – Need to cost banner flags for seawall ready for full Council meeting.

Village signage – in progress, RHDR approached regarding siting of one lectern at railway station. Costs for floral troughs to be placed by Dymchurch village signs to be confirmed.


7. FESTIVE LIGHTS
